IRDRP is continuing the Stone quarries child labour project for the next 3 years in new
villages by enrolli ng of all the eligible children in all 3 major working areas by the end of the
other three years (2018-2021). Mainstream all children (both boys and girls) in the age
group of 6 — 14 years into the main school studies, who are dropped outs, by the end of
each year . IRDRP will continue to give convenient education centers, Non formal education
or Private studies to all the children of quarry areas in the age group of 5 to 18 years
through educational classes in the next three years. There will be special fo cus to slow
learners and R ehabilitate senior children in the age group of 14 — 18 children into thei r
vocational skill empowerment.

ACTIVITIES CARRIED OUT FROM NOVEMBER 2019 - OCTOBER 2020

July 2020 Due to Co ronoa diseases Schools closed down and no decision on how to proceed

the academic year. Finally Government introduced online classes. Some children could not

attend the class due to smart phone and internet connectivity. Hence we started again
Tuition cent ers with Government Rules and regulations. Mask wearing, individual distance

and sanitizer. On 15 July 2020 We invited
parents to and conducted a seminar on
importance of Children Education, and
send the children to Tuition Center.
Mr.Samuel, Director of Habitat for
Humanity came to  this program and
asked the parents to take Oath to give
importance of children education not for
work. About 60 parents in three villages
participated and took oath

On 15t Jan 2020, we celebrated Pongal celebrations with th e children in Dharkast. We
conducted various sports competitions and gave prizes to them. Anugragh a Scientist from
Mumbai came and distributed prizes to Children. It was big encouragement to students

who are studying in our center. We also did a competiti ons to parents.

Melathur Tuition Center
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In December 2019 distributed Educational
supportive materials to 126 children, We gave
school bags, notebooks, pencils, pen, eraser,
sharpener, lunch box, pencil box to all
children who are studying in our
supplementary education center to prepare
them for their half yearly Examination.

We also provided Educational kits to all our
new convenient Education center students
also. We gave 87 Education al kits to children
studying in our  Convenient Education Centre.
Children were happy to receive it. It helped
them to continue their studies.

The center is let open from Morning 09.00 am to evening 07.00 pm. The children come at
any time at their convenient and stay 2 -3 hours and learn read and write , do arithmetic,
and general health topics in these centers. The full time teaching staff is available in these
centers. We organize d these centers, especially for the quarry children.

School Going Children need s to be followed up regularly to prevent the drop outs. We
enrol led all school going children into our supplementary Education centre  s. Teacher helps

the children to do their Home work, clarifying the doubts of children . Apart fro m school

studies other extracurricular  activities and games also taught to the students.

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We organized two School teachers workshop in our
working area school teachers. 26 and 22 teachers
were participated in each workshop s. We invited
Special speakers from Mr.Mahesh  from District
Education office, to handle session on how to teach
effectively to slow learners. This was very useful to
teachers for teaching students without putting any
stress or fear in their mind  s.
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We taught y take classes to
students and how you could teachers help the slow
learners, some games, tips to effective learning.
Students how they could lea  rn, learning environment
etc. All teachers appreciated our programs.
Government not organizing such programs and they
insist on only result. This was very innovative
program for teachers to learn new skills to teach
students in lively.

We organized slow learners program and Children who
are studying X, Xl students how to face the public
examination. X and XII students 22 stude nts
participated in the program at Melathur and Dharkast.

We invited Mr.Sundar, Child Specialists to give coaching
on how to write public exam ination and career guidance

what to do after completing their XII standards.

It was very useful program for children especially X
standard students to appear first time in Public
examination. They expressed thanks t o donors for
special event of this Facing Public Examination. They
requested more programs in Government school nearby
which will be very useful to students for appearing in

iublic examination.

We also organized Gender Awa reness workshop in
our centre. We invited Mr  s. Regina, Women Activists
to talk about gender equality; she took session on
what is gender, and Key concepts Role of gender in
labours, Productive role, reproductive role, Hero
model, role model developing, Com munity services,
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and gender characteristic development and Equality. It was eye opener for them to know
and develop gender roles and Characters. ' '

Second Program we organized in Aug 2020 at Melathur
village for adolescent girls, 34 girls participated in th e
program. Mrs.Santhakumari, Advocate came and talk
about Health rights of girls, Menstrual health and
gender equality. She also shared POCSO act, Dowry act,

and Educational policy and right to education. It was

very useful to girls to know about various | aws.

On 15 th August we organized career guidance program to our students in two clusters. One

\ | center Mr.Sundar, MAEGA Trust came as resource

person to talk about the students t 0 choose their
career for future studies. 12 % and 10 results were
published. Hence we conducted Career Guidance
class to students. It was very useful to students to
learn and choose their careers.

Second program we organised in August 20 at
Melathur. D r.lrudayasamy , IRDRP director was
resource person to talk about the various courses available after 10 th and 12 t standard. He
told about health sector new courses like Dip. In Scan reader, Dip in Physician helper,

some more courses in Agriculture. He als o told that IRDRP conducting various courses like

Dip in Health Nurses, one year and two years courses, Computer courses 4 months,
tailoring courses 3 months, Beautician courses 3 3
months. After all courses IRD RP would place them
in jobs. IRDRP has two tech nical centers one in
Melathur and another in Chrompet. Students could

join in any center and gain technical skills free of
cost. Students could approach us for guidance to
choose their college, course we could help them. We
also ready to support scholarshi  p for poor students.
Total scholarship and Higher Education scholarship.

We enrolled students in Computer and
tailoring from Jan 2020 and we completed it
by March due to lockdown. We did only one
batch in Ta iloring and computer. Computer
20 students joined. We taught them basic
computer, Spoken English and Personality
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Development. We invited Cognizant for recruitment. 2 students with degree selected.

Due to COVID 19 country was locked down fr om March 24,2020 hence there was an
opportunity to organize few seminars through Google meet . During this lock down period
under COVID 19 everybody at home, it tends more vulnerability to children and
women at home and nearby areas. There was lot child rapes and murders happened
in the various district in Tamilnadu. In this situation IRDRP would intervene and
educate the College students and volunteers to act on Child abuse and prevention in
the state through giving education and awareness on various of child abuses and
Protection of children from Sexual Offences Act and other related laws. This was
organised with the collaboration of Patrician College Women’s cell and UNICEF
Tamilnadu. Mr.Rajkumar was main instrumental for this webinar. He co-ordinated
with UNICEF team Mr.Sugata Roy, UNICEF head of BCC was kind enough to lead the
program..
